An 

$850 trip fee includes air and ground transportation to and from the Grand Canyon, airport shuttles, four nights lodging, park admission fees, permits and group 

camping/backpacking equipment. Tuition is extra. Classroom sessions on Thursdays, Oct. 14 and 28 and Dec. 2 from 6 to 9 p.m. will provide orientation, hiking and 

backpacking techniques and discussion of literary works and films about the canyon and its impact on visitors throughout the ages. Field study dates are Nov. 10 to 14.
